Project Purpose

The Regional Food Bank will upgrade its Latham
facilities to enhance its programs and workforce, which
will strengthen the charitable food system and assist
more New Yorkers experiencing hunger.

The South End Children’s Cafe will implement
renovations at our new expanded program site,
equipped with a commercial kitchen, gym, and a large
community room, where we will serve hundreds of
healthy meals every school night, and provide
enrichment & activities for more children and youth.

This project will construct a new park entry, with space
for gatherings, including a large pavilion for events,
concerts, plays, with a new splash pad; and the
existing tennis and basketball courts will be resurfaced
and upgraded to accommodate the new, all-abilities
accessible entry spaces.

BronxWorks seeks a Congressionally Directed Spending
(CDS) grant of $2,403,160 to support kitchen, electrical
infrastructure, bathroom, and classroom renovations of
the Carolyn McLaughlin Community Center at 1130
Grand Concourse near Yankee Stadium in the Bronx
County of New York City.

Food Bank For New York City requests funding to
support a renovation of its 90,000 square foot
warehouse in Hunts Point, Bronx (the hub from which
80 million pounds of food is distributed across the five
boroughs each year) to increase capacity to provide
nutritious food to hungry New Yorkers.

BCHN is a federally qualified health center (FQHC) and
nonprofit community-based organization. We are
applying for funding to purchase a multi-level, 11,000
sf property at 3763 White Plains Road in the Northeast
Bronx that will house a state-of the art FQHC for 7,400
Bronx residents.

The Bronx Community Foundation requests funding to
support Phase 1 of the new Community Workforce
Innovation & Development Center, which will advance
innovation- and talent-focused education and
community development, as well as propel job creation
and inclusive economic growth for Bronx residents.
